Minimum Criteria for Admission:
· 24 credits/two semesters (taken at UConn or another institution of higher education)
· Cumulative GPA of at least 3.2 (if transfer student, 3.4 at previous institution)
· Enrollment or intention to matriculate as an undergraduate at UConn

Admission of sophomores to the Honors Program is based on space available.
