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Dr. Goodstein has a B.A. from the University of Pennsylvania and a 

Ph.D. in Social Psychology from the Graduate School of the City 

University of New York. She served as Dean of the College of Arts 

and Sciences at Simmons College, an all-women’s college in Boston. 

Previously she was a faculty member and administrator at Penn State 

University. At Penn State she served as Associate Dean of the Graduate School, Director of the 

Women’s Studies Program, and member of the Sociology Department. A criminologist known 

for her work on correctional institutions and criminal sentencing, Dr. Goodstein has co-authored 

four books, including: The American Prison (1989), and Gender, Crime and Justice: Original 

Feminist Readings (2006), along with many journal articles on criminal justice and higher 

education.
